   are capable and we expect you to have a CAN a�tude when you are in Mud Puppies.  

Accidents happen. 
Po�ery can break, pop, or fall apart at any point in the process. Even though we teach the puppies how to 

   properly form the clay, accidents s�ll happen. If one of your projects breaks we will allow you to remake the 
   project again free of charge. Please remember, it's just part of the process! Even the pros have accidents!

 

4. You must do your own artwork. 
- Children will create their own artwork under the supervision of Clayote Studios' staff expertise and care. 
   We do not allow anyone to create another person's art. All artwork must be the work of the artist. 
   Demonstrations and sharing of ideas are encouraged! Also, no reproductions of copyrighted work please! 

1. Be kind. No bullying or being mean. 
- We accept and support everyone equally regardless of their age, abilities, income, and so on. Our therapeutic
   services are for everyone. Negative comments and discrimination are not allowed in any Clayote Studios class. 

5. Be on your best behavior and safety first! 
- Students and clients who are for whatever reason unable to cooperate and control themselves in a manner 
   that is kind safe to those around them will be given three strikes before being evaluated, and if Clayote Studios 
   finds their behavior unsafe for our facility or off premises, the student /clients' registration of class will be 
   forfeited without refund.
